The
estimated construction timing for segments H2
and H3 is within the 2013 period (as indentified in
section 4.3 of the April 2008 York Region Rapid
Transit Steering Committee report, included as
supplemental information in Appendix B) . Design
of segments H1 and H4 has not commenced. The
estimated construction timing for segments H1
and H4 is currently scheduled beyond 2013.

The schedule for design and construction of
segment V1 is described in section 1.2.

Design and construction of segment W1 will be
funded through the Region's 10 Year Roads
Construction Program. The design work has
commenced in late 2007 and construction tender
is currently scheduled for 2008 with completion in
2009.
